TRIXIE

Character Requirements


Trixie is an important role for RHPS, though it is not considered a “main character” role.  In order to be a full cast member, you must have another job you do when you’re not performing, and this includes nights when you ARE performing – you must have a job when you’re not onstage. Otherwise, you will be asked to leave after Trixie, and you will have to pay to get in on your off nights just like a regular audience member.  Like preshow, Trixie sets the tone for the rest of the movie - “turning on” the audience is crucial for this character.  We prefer to have 4-6 Trixies on a rotation.  This role is open to both male and female performers.  The following requirements are in addition to the regular cast member requirements.  Consult the cast constitution/rules for these requirements.  You can find them on the website under the heading “Resources”, or sometimes the Producer has a copy or two on hand.


To qualify for Trixie:

You must be in good physical shape.  If you are either over or under weight, you do not qualify.  If you are not sure you are in the right shape, ask the Stage Director, but be prepared for an honest answer - we do not tolerate unprofessionalism in this cast!  Any answer 
they give you will be given with the casts best interests in mind.  The whole point is to be sexy, and sometimes amusing.  Our cast and audience are very picky about who they allow to play this 
part.  We  prefer well-groomed, ultra-glamorous Trixies. 



You MUST be 18 or over.  We cannot allow you to perform if you are underage even 
with parental consent.  Please don’t lie about it.  If you lie and you get caught, we could be shut 
down.  And then we would have to kill you...


You must understand the limitations of costuming.  NO PASTIES unless otherwise approved by the Stage Director, and only for special shows!  NO G-STRINGS!  Thongs are acceptable.  If you do not understand the difference, ask a cast member to explain it to you.  Real lingerie is rarely acceptable - it doesn’t read well onstage and can be boring.  This 
is one of the most expensive roles to take on.  YOU ARE SOLELY RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL COSTS - MI WILL NOT REIMBURSE YOU FOR ANYTHING.  For costuming, think in terms of actual costumes and not lingerie.  One or two piece costumes are fine, and we prefer thigh-highs with or without garterbelts, as opposed to full fishnets.  If you are female, you MUST wear pantyhose when performing.  A good trick to remember is to purchase nude-to-waist pantyhose in a size larger than you would normally wear, and sew the cotton crotch together.  If you use a size larger, after sewing they will not restrict movement or cause unflattering ripples in your hips/thighs.  You should roll down the top of your pantyhose and pin them to your underwear using those small gold pins.  The audience should not know you are wearing pantyhose – they MUST be hidden.  Be sure the cotton crotch is completely covered, and that you don’t have a “shorts” look because the pigment of the pantyhose is darker towards the top.  It reads REALLY badly onstage.  As an MI Trixie, you will be required to have at least 6 - 7 different costumes, including outer wear.  We prefer costumes with sparkle and flash - remember the amount of lighting we use, and use it to your advantage.  Boring costuming = boring Trixie.  Make-up and hair are crucial - false eyelashes, lip gloss and good hair are essential! We prefer gloves and jewelry too.  MALES-  Think in terms of Chippendales dancers.  NO G-STRINGS!  Thongs are acceptable.  Do NOT use props during the audition process – they will be seen as a crutch and you will be marked down for that.  Once you are a Trixie and you gain some experience, you may be allowed to use props.  Please do not mistake these REQUIREMENTS for SUGGESTIONS, especially if you’ve done Trixie elsewhere before.  MI has these requirements for a reason, and deviation will not be tolerated.  Do NOT disregard any of these requirements without prior specific approval from the Stage Director.



You may not go out into the audience or the aisles - if you did, we would have to light 
you and the props section behind you and that looks really messy.



Dance experience is a plus, but as long as you move well, we have no requirements.



TO AUDITION FOR TRIXIE - IF YOU FEEL YOU MEET THE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ROLE, AND IF IT’S AVAILABLE, TALK TO THE STAGE DIRECTOR FIRST.  IF YOU ARE APPROVED, GET A COSTUME TOGETHER, GET IT APPROVED BY THE STAGE DIRECTOR AND ATTEND THE SHOW FOR 3 CONSECUTIVE MONTHS.  IF A ROLE IS FILLED, WE WILL NOT AUDITION OTHER PERFORMERS.  WE AUDITION UNTIL THE ROLE IS FILLED.  AN AUDITION IS NOT A GUARANTEE, AND WE ARE NOT REQUIRED TO GIVE YOU A REASON IF YOU ARE NOT SELECTED TO FILL A ROLE.
